WOODSPRING BRIDLEWAYS ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION
1.0 NAME

1.1
The name of the Association shall be ‘The Woodspring Bridleways Association’ to be affiliated to the British Horse Society (BHS). It is herein after referred to as ‘The Association
2.0 AIMS

The aims of the association are as follows:

2.1 To improve, re-open and expand the bridleway/byways network (public and permissive in the administrative district of North Somerset (formerly Woodspring District Council) to enable horses to be ridden off road in safety.

2.2 To provide assistance in maintaining existing bridleways/byways and conservation by clearance parties.

2.3 To co-operate with landowners and public bodies in the pursuit of the above objectives, particularly in sensitive planning areas.

2.4 To undertake historical research to establish whether legitimate rights of way attach to paths or tracks, which could justify modification of the Definitive Map, subject to being consistent with the aims of the Association.

2.5 To undertake fundraising activities.

2.6 To assist any other Bridleway Association if called upon to do so, the action to be agreed by the officers and committee of the Association.
3.0 THE COMMITTEE

3.1 There shall be elected, by a simple majority of members, at an annual general meeting, the following officers accountable to the membership who shall serve for 3 years and who will be eligible for re-election for a further period of three years.

(1) Joint Executive Committee


Chairman

Hon Secretary

Hon Treasurer

A minimum of 2 further members
4.0 THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

4.1 An annual general meeting shall be held once a year or at the written request of at least 20% of the membership. Each member shall be advised of the date, time and venue in reasonable time.

4.2 Decisions by the annual general meeting shall be by a simple majority of members.

4.3 A current bank account is to be maintained by the Joint Executive Committee. All cheques are to be signed by the Chairman and Treasurer for the time being of the Association. A statement of accounts to be prepared annually and presented to the annual general meeting.

4.4 Changes in the constitution may only be made at an annual general meeting provided that a notice of motion be given in writing to the membership one month before the annual general meeting and must have a 2/3 rds majority of those present and entitled to vote.
